Please pay attention to
the sizes and specifications listed below to ensure that we
do not reject your photo.

All photographs must meet the following yearbook
requirements:

-Senior must be centered in the photo facing the camera, both eyes

visible.

-No soft focus. No vignettes. No BLACK & WHITE or other photo

effects.

-No texture, name stamping, or embossing.

-Photo must be able to print at 2-1/4"x 3-1/4" with a head size of 1/2"
from bridge of the nose to the tip of the chin.

Submit photo in digital format. All photos must be 300dpi in
resolution and saved as a JPG file. Photo files must be named
with the senior’s last name and then the first name. You may
also submit a hard copy photo (wallet size).
